Every four years the International Sailing Federa{iSAF) publishes changes to the Racing
Rules of Sailing. You’d think that someday theyulbget it right, but it hasn't happened yet.
So this year the ISAF published an update to thesrcalled the Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-
2012.

| want to do two things in this article: Give aydigh level overview on the basic rules for
those who aren’t familiar with them, and then divese of us who know the rules (or should
know the rules) some resources that explain thagd®in the rules for 2009.

If you haven’t raced much or at all but are intezdsn trying it, you ought to start by becoming
familiar with the basic rules. You can find théasionline at:

http://www.sailing.org/racingrules.php

Now there are a lot of rules here. It looks intiating, but don’t try to learn them all. Start lwit
the basic right of way rules. There aren’t too ynahthem, and they are in Part 2 — When Boats
Meet. If you can learn these you're doing bettantmost of the people racing today.

I’'m going to assume you all know basic sailing terofogy like port, starboard, windward,
leeward, etc. If you don't then you're a greatdidate for the Sailing Seminar! Get the info on
our website ahttp://www.mssclub.org/sailing_seminar

There are four sections in Part 2.

Section A — Right of Way Notice that the definition of Right of Way sahat you have right

of way when another boat is requireckeep cleaof you. That's important to remember. Right
of way doesn’t mean you have the right to run samebody. If you hit somebody you may be
at fault, even if the other boat was requirettdep cleaiof you.

By the way, stuff in italics here is also in itaim the rules. That means there’s a definitian fo
it in the back of the rules book.

Essentially right of way means:

Port tack boatkeep cleawof starboard tack boats.
Windward boat&eep clearof leeward boats.
If you’re tacking you shoul#teep cleaiof other boats until you're finished tacking.

Section B — General Limitations You could sum these rules up by saying, “dattybur boat hit another boat”. This is a goodhjdmllisions can be expensive. The last
rule in this section is rule 17, and it basicallys if you catch up someone from astern and yda’teeward of them you can't sail above ypuoper courseunless you go
behind them. Youproper coursés defined as “A course a boat would sailitish as soon as possible in the absence of the othés farred to in the rule using the term.”
Rule 17 was changed in this edition. There usdzkta rule 17.2 that was deleted.

MSSC — THE ESTABLISHMENT YEARS, 1964-68by Nolan Richards

The first article on the history of MSSC dealt witih formation, early attraction of
members, incorporation and the building of an Axfeaclubhouse on land rented
from Mr. R. Kernachan on Graveyard Hollow (Done&mnugh).

The major achievements over these four years wermncrease in membership to
about 40 member families, 2.-Starting lessonsiliingdor the whole community,
3.--Attracting a Junior Fleet, including buildirtgeir own boats (Wee sorts), 4.-
Influencing the whole of DIRYA to adopt the MSSCvdped Portsmouth
Number system and its spread to the extent thatwias coming in from all over
the USA, 5-Initiation of The Southern Day Saileanipionship with a shield trophy donated by Johrnv&lpa marine
dealer of Fairhope, 6.-Participation by MSSC teamall of the (then NAYRU) Mallory, Prince of Walesid Sears
national elimination regattas, 7.-Became recognizedwide region as a stager of popular and wellregattas, 8.-
Hosting and staging Area D quarter finals for trdas series,9.-Realization that MSSC had to acigsimvn premises

The commodores during this period were Dr. VaughhdBigh (scientist), L. T. Hackworth (purchasingag, Bob
Mullen (Marine maintenance/sales), and Dr. Johrdiaain (ophthalmologist).

Some perhaps memorable aspects of this era miglatde description of our RC boat after the genéyadiMr. John
Martin in continually providing his 25-foot aluminucruiser, “Lucretia”, ceased. It was called tidérican Queen” and
looked the absolute antithesis of that! It wasyavpod doghouse on pontoons of two sets of foug&en drums
strapped to a plywood deck powered by a crotchetymotor. But it sufficed for a club whose anruzdget
amounted to $1,000.

During the 1965 Confederate Admirals Regatta, abalitvay through the first weather leg, a line géiall came over the
dam with great ferocity. During its furor, sevelalats capsized; others scattered and found sieleimerous coves on
the north side of the lake. When abated, modt@bbats returned to the club site and began auatability of visitors
and members. It was scary. However, by 9 p.ntyewne was accounted for. Some of the owners digitewhich the
“refugees” had moored gave hot drinks to the saidno had gone into little sloughs.

The first Day Sailer Southern Regional was hel@uatle Point YC with 18 boats participating. Thexea put a banquet
on for us. That event prevailed annually at rotasites in the south until about 2000. Day Sawese used for the six

ladies’ crews that competed in the Area D Adamiseén 1966. This is a round robin event where Haat rotated after
each of the six races. The crew from Privateer Wad with MSSC (Helen Richards skippering) comingasel which in

this event is no better than last.

We had crews competing in the Area D Mallory’sitdsson Lake Guntersville, Logan Martin, Concord &ercy Priest
Yacht Clubs. These were then in Thistles belongntpe host club and enhanced our skills plus edjmut as fairly
competent sailors as while we never won; we wolddgsecond or third. We did progress to the seaigiof the Prince
of Wales match racing completion one year havingotéo Lake Norman and sail Highlanders for that lod five series.
We lost 3-1.

Staging sailing classes, which in the early daysprised evening lectures in town and hands- orattite club put us in
the limelight. These attracted whole families arddme the nucleus of active participation by junibany of whom
acquired Sunfish. In 1967 they had become suffilyigmoficient that a crew of three competed in #rea D Sears at
Lake Lanier Sailing Club acquitting themselves guiell in Thistles.

While local sailing had been served well in bottimg and social aspects from these relatively grisniconditions,
consensus developed under the helm of John Hardiradministration that MSSC needed to move on. \Atkthe offer
of 4 acres with deep water on Graveyard Hollow fidm Kernachan or the purchase of a small site aitlold house on
the northern side of the lake. The one drawbacktthatsone could not see the lake from the site.
